EXT - Inner city street – NiGHT time

We see over the shoulder of BOY as he walks down busy street with traffic sounds. It is dark and BOY is in shadow.  Boy enters a shop

Boy
Alright Boss




Shopkeeper

SHOPKKEPER

How are you doing?

Boy
Not too bad mate, not too bad
BOY walks to back of shop and starts looking at the beer bottles.  He looks in the fridge.  We see him check whether shopkeeper is looking before putting bottle inside his jacket.  He then takes a second bottle up to pay
BOY (cont)
Just that please

SHOPKEEPER
79p please….

As boy goes to get money out…

SHOPKEEPER

Whats that under your jacket?

BOY 
There’s nothing under my jacket 
SHOPKEEPER
Show me
BOY 
(Becomes aggressive)

Why what are you going to do?

SHOPKEEPER
(shouting)
Show me now!  Show me.  Im calling the police

BOY
Fucking why?  What you going do? No. fucking what, fuck you, nah way – fuck off….. fuck your mum ….dick head

BOY RUNS OUT OF SHOP INTO  EXT NIGHT TRAFFIC AGAIN AND NOW THE MUSIC TRACK STARTS TO FADE UP AS BOY DARTS AND RUNS AWAY FROM SHOP WITH BOTTLES.

lyrics

They say you’ve changed…. What you doing?

MUSIC – voice counts in 1,2,3,4 and upbeat music against a drone shot of Hackney Downs and the estates and period housing all mixed and crammed together behind it starts..

TITLE = STEEL animated in pace with music
FADE TO BLACK FOLLOWING TITLE SEQUENCE

bOY WALKS DOWN DARK RESIDENTIAL STREET, dIAGETIC SOUND, WALKS UP TO HOME FRONT DOOR AND OPENS WITH KEY.  CUT TO 
INT HOUSE NIGHT = CORRIDOR

dad ( off camera)

Where the fuck have you been?

BOY

Nowhere –

Boy walks into INT kitchen

DAD (appearing behind boy)

What did you say? (angry)

Dad grabs boy by hoodie 
boy

What the fuck are you doing?  Get off me!

DAD

Answer my questions when Im talking to you.  Where’ve you been?

BOY

Just bin out innit

DAD

Just bin out – what the fuck does that mean?
BOY

Get the fuck off me man

DAD STARTS TO WALK AWAY GIVING HARD STARE

boy

No wonder mum left you

DAD

What did you just say?

BOY

No wonder mum left you!( shouting)what the fuck are you going to do about it

DAD

Say it again and you’ll fucking find out

BOY

No.  Wonder.  Mum.  Left.   You.

Dad punches Boy

Cut to Interior Boys bedrooms.  boy sits on floor head down. BOY shows Frustration and upset
SCENE 3
CUT TO BOY ON PARK BENCH. NIGHT. EXT. BOY pust bottle on floor and tries to get comfortable and then goes to sleep on bench
CUT TO DAYLIGHT – BOY LYING ON BENCH
BOY sleeps on bench, man walks by

PASSERBY

You alright mate?

BOY

Fuck off and leave me alone

aFTER MAN GOES BOY SITS UP UNCOMFORTABLE CLEARLY NO SLEPT WELL.  HE RUBS EYES. CHUCKS BOTTLE LOOKS AROUND.  FEELS FUTILE.  LOWEST POINT. 

CUT TO RESIDENTIAL STREET, OVER SHOULDER BOY POV SHOT LOOOKING INTO WINDOWS IN STREET

cut TO intERIOR OF HOUSE pov OF SOMEONE DECORATING CHRISTMAS TREE, HAPPY MUSIC PLAYS ‘It must be love’ AND BOY IS VISIBLE THROUGH WINDOW
Boy is looking in.

CUT to EXT street boy in street looking in at Christmas scene. he can hear music faintly.  it intensifies his feeling of exclusion.

Final shot is Christmas tree decoration bouncing gently on the branch as boy walks away and lyrics say

It must be love, love, love, nothing more, nothing less, love is the best.

Boy walks away
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cathy

Okay. And it looks like I can still add, modify, and delete styles in Formatting in use view, yes?

John

Yep.

cathy
Thanks, John! You’ve been a big help.

john

Yeah, you probably owe me one come to think of it.

cathy

Owe you one! Owe you one what?

john

Relax Cathy. I’ve had enough action for one day. See you in Biology.
Smiling, John closes the door behind him.
